SUMMARY of PROJECT  
DESCRIPTION  

The Walla Walla Watershed Signage Project  (the Project) will design, locate and install 92 signs in 
46 locations on major roadways identifying surface waters and the boundaries of the Walla Walla 
Watershed.  
 
The project will progress through the following Phases:  
 
I . Assessment and Location 
 

Through cooperation with the appropriate jurisdictions, locations will be selected according to these 
criteria:  
 
 Major Spawning Areas or Imminent Threat Areas  
 Priority Reaches 
 Volume of diversion for Irrigation or other commercial or domestic uses 
 High Visibility and Traffic Counts 
 Historical or Cultural Significance 
 Suitability of bridge structure or terrain in the Right of Way 
 Coordination with Destination and Downtown Signage Initiatives 
 
Preliminary estimates indicate the distribution will result in 4 Boundary Locations – 3 in Walla 
Walla County and 1 in Columbia County; 26 in the City of Walla Walla; 8 in the City’s Urban 
Growth Area, and 8 in Columbia County.  This distribution may change after thorough review 
according to the criteria.  
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I I . Design 
 

Surface Waterway Signage will be designed to convey the name, the drainage within the watershed, 
and through the use of icons, environmental, economic, and cultural/historical significance.  Selected 
locations may include the source and destination, and whether the waterway receives urban 
stormwater runoff. 
 

Boundary Signage will convey the names of the watersheds being entered and left at that point, and 
the drainages within the Walla Walla watershed.  
 

Included is a preliminary signage design. Signs will conform to the MUTCD guidelines.  (Manual 
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices)  
 
Signage size criteria for State Highways are described in the attached letter from WSDOT. Final 
design will meet State criteria for locations in their jurisdiction, and may vary from the preliminary 
design included in this application.  
 
Icons will be developed and approved by the jurisdictions. The “Economy” Icon will represent 
Irrigation and Ag production. The “Cultural/Historical”  Icon will represent native and euro-pioneer 
traditions.  The Watershed Planning Unit is invited to review and approve final sign designs. 
 
I I I . Installation 
 

Installation will be performed by personnel of the appropriate jurisdiction according to the standards 
of each.  
 
IV. Publicity/Outreach 
 

Publicity and Outreach will utilize news coverage, organizational newsletters and informational 
channels, websites and publications of the jurisdictions involved, and coordination with relevant 
public brochures such as the Walking Tours and other tourism materials. Kooskooskie Commons has 
been selected as the subcontractor for this phase. The subcontract amount is below the amount 
requiring a competitive process.  
 
V. Maintenance / Repor ting 
 

Understandings have been reached with the jurisdictions regarding replacement or repair of signs 
and materials are included in the budget.  
 
The Project Manager will complete required reports and utilize EKOSystem.  

 
 
BENEFITS (what issues will this funding address) 
 

Signing creeks and rivers with their name, primary resources and fish habitat function will serve to 
raise awareness and foster intelligent public policies and begin to instill the importance of these 
waterways to the basin.  Improvements to water quality, quantity, and habitat will enjoy higher 
public support and be easier to achieve. The importance of signing each waterway and providing 
information about the stream or river has been receiving increased recognition by state and federal 
leaders. 
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Signage will foster greater appreciation in the general public of the environmental, economic, and 
cultural services the waterways provide. This in turn will improve acceptance of basin-wide 
initiatives, proposed alternatives for urban and individual land management practices, and provide 
educational opportunities for multiple audiences.   The project will foster an awareness of the 
watershed as “a place.”

Preliminary signage design, signage cost estimates, and understandings with the various jurisdictions 
have been completed.

WSDOT recognizes advocacy groups support water quality and/or salmon habitat.  In addition, non-standard 
stream crossing signs provide recognition and ownership too.  The major benefit of  allowing these custom 
name/logo stream signs is to reduce maintenance costs on the department on sign replacement.  The groups 
would be responsible for supplying replacement signs. 
  
WSDOT policy for Custom name/logo Stream signs may be installed on state highways that promote water 
quality and/or salmon habitat.  The sign design should be simple and dignified, devoid of any advertising, and 
in conformance with the following: 
 

·         The maximum size of sign on freeways is 30”X30”; for non-freeways the maximum size is 24”X24”. 
 

·         Acceptable sign colors: white legend on green background, 
 white legend on blue background,  
 blue legend on white background, or 
 black legend on white and blue background. 

 
·         Logos of a fish may be used. 

 
Political jurisdiction logos and the watershed's name may be used.  The logo's should simple, dignified, 
devoid of any advertising, and shall be smaller in size than text used for the water-crossing name. 
  
Watershed signs are typically not of interest to the general traveling public and can be an issue in urban areas 
where sign spacing between official traffic control signs can be at a premium and could distract motorists 
attention away from other traffic control signs that assists motorists in their driving task.  
  
I hope you understand our position and above information is helpful.  If you need additional information, 
please let me know.   
  
Also, please let me know how the signage project proceeds and WSDOT will work with you on the placement 
of stream/river signs for your project on state highways.

As you all know a fundamental requirement of successful watershed and salmon restoration and 
protection is an informed public.  The public needs to know where work is needed and what needs 
to be done.   Unfortunately, the vast majority of streams and rivers in the Walla Walla basin lack 
signage and the general public does not know if they are crossing a ditch, creek, stream or river 
and what the importance of that particular water way is to the watershed we all live in.  This poses a 
significant problem for public policy and action.  Further, and perhaps even more important than 
policies, is general public awareness.  Signing creeks and rivers with their name, primary resources 
and fish species will serve to raise awareness and foster intelligent public policies and begin to 
instill the importance of these water ways to the basin.  The importance of signing each water way 
and providing information about the stream or river has been receiving increased recognition by 
state and federal leaders.  For instance, William Ruckelshaus, chair of the Salmon Recovery 
Funding Board reports his vision is that some day all rivers and streams will be labeled and that the 
fish species present and their abundance will be provided.   The commercialized analogy is the 
McDonald’s restaurant signs that report, of course the name of the restaurant, but also the number 
of people served.

Sorry I©ve been so tardy in responding.  FOGH has been very fortunate in being able to place signs (see 
attached sample) at each of the creeks that crossed a State highway in the Grays Harbor area.  We focused our 
signs around the Grays Harbor Estuary and those roads that lead into Grays Harbor.   
 

Our idea was to raise the awareness of the general public that these waterways are home to fish, the veritable 
icon of the Pacific Northwest.  In designing our sign, we conferred with the Washington State Department of 
Transportation (WSDOT) local Grays Harbor office and settled on a sign that was consistent with other signs 
that the State already had in place.   
 

We decided that the sign should have more of a visual message rather than verbiage, as they would be viewed 
by people driving by at roughly 40 - 55 miles per hour.  WSDOT recommended the size of the sign, based on 
the size of the crossing, thus we provided larger size signs for major bridges and smaller signs for creek 
crossings.  Bob Graham (360) 898-2260 gvs@hctc.com was the sign company we used and he was very 
helpful.  He also had a contract with WSDOT at the time so we were assured that the product would be 
consistent with regulations. 
 

In addition to the signs, we presented some media information once the signs were in place to reinforce our 
message that we need to respect our watersheds and their importance.  The success of the signs encouraged 
Grays Harbor Audubon to join us in an expansion of the signage and all new signs carry the logos of the three 
major environmental organizations in the Grays Harbor area: FOGH, Chehalis River Council and Grays 
Harbor Audubon.
