SUMMARY of PROJECT  
DESCRIPTION  
 
This project sets us on the road to answering the question, “What do we do with Titus Creek?”   The 
project will assess the existing habitat and identify restoration/enhancement opportunities. 
 
BENEFITS (what issues will this funding address) 
 
Titus Creek provides a relatively complex management problem which immediately brings to mind such 
questions as, “Should the creek be managed as a fish bearing creek?, Should it be piped?  What about 
the wetlands?  What about the pond?  What about fish passage from the Mill Creek Channel?”  
 
To get to the step of evaluating alternatives for Titus Creek (i.e. determine what we want), we must first 
inventory the existing habitat (i.e. determine what we have).  From this base of knowledge we can then 
start evaluating alternatives in future efforts. 

 
While doing this assessment, it is relatively easy to identify restoration opportunities and even determine 
rough costs for those potential projects.  These restoration opportunities may also provide future 
“outdoor classroom” opportunities, explained below. 

 
STATUS (is the proposal currently underway, have any agreements, approvals or preliminary measures been completed?) 
 
The Walla Walla Community College has expressed an interest in evaluating the creek’s potential.  In 
addition to its biological potential, the creek is uniquely situated in the “backyard”  of the soon to be built 
Water and Environmental Center.  Because of its location, it may have potential as a valuable training 
tool for future watershed managers. 
 
This project offers a low cost way to start down the road to evaluating alternatives for Titus Creek and at 
the same time will identify potential habitat and “environmental classroom”  projects.
