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 Subbasin Planning is an ecosystem planning effort 
founded on scientific information and developed at the 
local level by community members.  Congress charged the 
Council with developing and periodically amending a fish 
and wildlife program for the Columbia River Basin to pro-
tect, mitigate, and enhance fish and wildlife affected by 
the development and operation of hydroelectric facilities 
while assuring the Pacific Northwest an adequate, effi-
cient, economical and reliable power supply.  
 Under the direction of the Northwest Power and 
Conservation Council, the Walla Walla Subbasin Plan will 
identify goals for improvement in fish and wildlife habitat; 
establish priorities for strategies to meet local improve-
ment goals; and define tools for measuring progress to-
ward these goals.  
  

 The May 28 deadline is fast approaching for par-
ticipants developing the Walla Walla Subbasin Plan.  After 
two Management Plan workshops held on February 18 and 
March 17, 2004, the Draft Walla Walla Subbasin Plan will  
be available for review on Apr il 12th on the Northwest 
Power and Conservation Council’s website for download-
ing and printing: www.subbasins.org/WallaWalla/plan.  
The public review period will be from Apr il 12 - 23, 2004.

The State Salmon Recovery Funding 
Board Calls For Projects. 

 The primary purpose of regional recovery organizations 
is to prepare a recovery plan that gains regional consensus on 
measurable fish population results, integrates actions necessary 
in harvest, habitat, and hatcheries, and gains commitments to 
achieve results.  The Regional Salmon Recovery Boards will 
coordinate a multitude of plans, such as Subbbasin Plans and 
WRIA Watershed Plans, across watersheds into one regional 
plan, and help connect local social, cultural, and economic 
needs and desires with science and ESA (Endangered Species 
Act) goals.  

 The State Salmon Recovery Funding Board (Board) 
was created by the Legislature in 1999 to direct funding for 
salmon protection and restoration activities in watersheds 
throughout the state.   The Snake River Region will be submit-
ting locally identified projects for habitat protection and resto-
ration to the Board.  The State Salmon Recovery Funding 
Board then selects and allocates funding to projects that will 
benefit salmon and are locally supported.   
 Projects that will be considered must be designed to 
improve at least one limiting habitat factor (sediment, water 
temperature, bank stability, fish passage, etc.).  Projects should 
also identify the specific area and size of the project, as well as 
the species it will benefit (salmon, steelhead, and/or bull trout), 
and the estimated length of the project.  The project sponsor 
must also be willing to contribute 15% of the project’s total 
cost.  Project proposals will be accepted through early June 
2004.  Project applications are available on the Salmon Recov-
ery Funding Board website, http://www.iac.wa.gov/sr fb/
default.asp, and need to be submitted to the appropriate lead 
entity.   
 If you would like to learn more about how to apply for 
a habitat protection or restoration grant an application work-
shop will be held at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 27th at the 
Snake River Salmon Recovery Board’s office at 109 S. Second 
Street in Dayton, Washington.
